MATCH REPORT… This was an additional Cup competition arranged by the League for the eight teams who had finished second in their 

groups in the Richard Martin Memorial Cup a couple of months back, with us being drawn Away to newly-crowned Championship Division 

winners AFC Oakwood in our particular Quarter-Final. With us playing against what was essentially a top Premier Division-quality team, we 

really needed to be fielding a full-strength side if we wanted to give them a decent game, but instead we had five players cry off on the 

morning of the match, including Tairique Harrison who wasn’t answering his phone, leaving us with only 10 men for the whole game and with 

almost as many club members (or ‘Greats Of The Past’) on our touchline as we had players on the pitch. Thankfully though, Player-Manager 

Josh Wakeford had now recovered from injury to play the whole game in goal, and after AFC Oakwood had taken the lead after just 3 

minutes through a suspiciously offside-looking Billy Healey, Josh kept us in the game with several excellent saves in the First Half as we 

struggled to get out of our own half against the wind and slope. We also defended well though, considering midfielders Max Melandri & 

Frankie George had to play as a new central defensive partnership with almost the whole of our regular back four missing, while Right-Back 

Tobi Charles hadn’t played for a couple of months due to other commitments. However, once Healey put Oakwood 2-0 up just six minutes 

into the Second Half with a quality finish after an excellent move that we could do nothing about, mental and physical tiredness inevitably 

started to set in and we conceded again just two minutes later when Healey completed his hat-trick with a simple close-range header with 

two of our three attacking players still way up the pitch in the opposing half. We then had another blow when Leo Panayiotou had to come 

off with a groin strain in the 67th minute, leaving us down to just 9 men for the last 23 minutes, but we actually then started creating 

chances on the break for the first time in the match as Myreon Keane seemed to play better on his own up front as some of Oakwood’s 

defenders pushed forward trying to get on the scoresheet. However, Josh then gave away a penalty in the 70th minute after being beaten to a 

through ball by Carl Mullings, who then easily made it 4-0 from the spot, but we continued to battle well and it took Oakwood until the 87th 

minute to score their fifth and final goal when substitute Chisom Diorgu fired in from close range after it appeared that Archie Madden-Brine 

had been fouled in the build-up. It was obvious right from the start that we were never going to win the game though, and some of our 

players who chose to give this one a miss might need to be replaced for next season if they only want to play when they feel like it.
